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SINGLE-FAMILY HOUSE
IN KAPANDRITI, ATTICA
ARCHITECT D. SOTOVIKIS

The design of this building was based on the
relationship of man with the landscape and the
earth. The ground level, accommodating the
mast introvert-private spaces of the house, the
bedrooms, has been designed to either open up
towards the landscape or be completely isolated
from it, according to the mood of its inhabitants.

In contrast, the level of the
living-dining-kitchen area, the more
extrovert-public spaces of the house, is
surrounded by glass, allowing the landscape to
become part of the living space. A staircase
leads to the planted terrace and from there a
bridge proceeds directly into the landscape
where the half-suspended swimming-paool
"floats" over the sloping plot.

The Spileris residence-atelier comprises
two-huildings on the corner of Kykladon and
Kefallinias Street in Athens. Toni Spiteris was
one of first art critics in Greece and his wife,
loanna, was an important sculptor. The couple
initially lived in the corner building, erected at
the turn of the 20 century. In 1955, they
commissioned Aristomenis Provelenagios to
design the adjacent small studio.

In 2006 the Spiteris studic was bought by
architects D. Sotovikis and K. Mariolopoulou
with a view scope not only to preserve it but
also to give it new life as a space devoted to
contemporary expression. In renovating it they
tried to remain faithful to the original design of
Provelengios. Today the Spiteris Studio has a
new identity as the Gazonrouge art gallery.
